Dear Mr. Prosecutor,

In addition to our standard discovery request, defense is specifically requesting a complete copy of the BCA file in this case.  This includes, but is not limited to:

· the disk containing the raw data including, but not limited to the sample files, project files, injection lists, sample sheets, and injection logs;

· copies of the Genescan, Genotyper, and/or Genemapper printouts;

· case notes;

· correspondence between BCA agents and any law enforcement, prosecutorial or other state or county officials; 

· all documents regularly kept within the specific BCA case file referenced;

· documents relating to the case referenced regularly kept in a place other than the BCA case file;

· a copy of the ‘unexpected results’ file, kept pursuant to DAB Guidelines for the 6 months preceding and the 6 months following the testing in the above referenced case;

· any other information, in the form of documentation or encompassed in some other manner that the BCA has in their possession and/or control, or knows of and can access, regarding this case, including but not limited to any QAR which contains any reference to this case whatsoever;

· should this case be based on a ‘convicted offender match’ or a ‘case to case’ or ‘forensic’ match, please include all data from the original case file;

· With respect to the genetic loci tested in this case, please provide the DNA profiles of all technicians in the laboratory involved in casework analysis. For purposes of privacy, these DNA profiles may be provided in a blind fashion without any personal identifiers,
· The most recent ASCLAD LAB review documentation, including the preliminary report;
· The 3 most recent internal audits done in compliance with ASCLAD LAB accreditation.
For the specific purpose of avoiding confusion, I respectfully request a copy of this document be forwarded to the BCA to facilitate complete discovery.

For the further specific purpose of avoiding a possible violation of the Rules of Evidence and to avoid any allegation of Brady violations, please inform the scientist or scientists involved that it is not up to their discretion to determine what is and is not important.  
Defendant requests the State direct the scientist or scientists to Minnesota Rule of Criminal Procedure 9.01 subd. 7

The prosecuting attorney’s obligations under this rule extend to material and information in the possession or control . . . of any others who have participated in the investigation or evaluation of the case and who either regularly report or with reference to the particular case have reported to the prosecuting attorney’s office.  Minn.R.Crim.Pro. 9.01 (7)
to impress upon them the importance of complete disclosure.
